ENHANCED SANITATION PROCEDURES
Church custodians are using products confirmed to kill viruses and are focused on ensuring our buildings are
clean and well stocked with hand sanitizer, soap and paper towels, as well as sanitizing high touch areas (hard
surfaces, door handles, tables, countertops, and restrooms). The sanctuary and adjacent areas will be
disinfected before each service.
